Call to urgently ratify Rome Statute

Himalayan New:
Kathmandu, July 16

On International Criminal
Justice Day, Advocacy Fo-
rum-Nepal and Amnesty In-
ternational Nepal have urged
the Government of Nepal to
urgently ratify Rome Statute.
The two organisations also
reiterated their commitment
to ceaselessly advocate and
campaign towards combat-
ing impunity and serving jus-
tice to those who have been
victims of international
crimes. “We do not see any
logic behind the govern-
ment’s reluctance towards
not acceding the statute of
the International Criminal
Court even after 23 years of its

adoption. Any further delay
in being party to the statute
demonstrates that Nepal is
not only hesitant to end the
impunity for the perpetrators
of the international crimes
but is also unwilling to con-
tribute towards the preven-
tion of these crimes in the fu-
ture,” said Nirajan Thapaliya,
Director of Al Nepal.

In all the last three Univer-
sal Periodic Review cycles
(2011, 2015 and 2021), Nepal
has received recommenda-
tions from several UN mem-
ber states to prioritise ratify-
ing the Rome Statute of the
ICC, which adjudicates inter-
national crimes such as war
crimes, crimes against hu-
manity, genocide and crimes

of aggression, along with oth-
erinternational human rights
instruments. During the first
cycle, Nepal had labelled the
recommendation as “under
consideration” while in sub-
sequent two cycles, Nepal has
simply “noted” it.

“The ratification of the
Rome Statute will be a posi-
tive step toward addressing
the deeply entrenched cul-
ture of impunity as it will
serve as a strong deterrent to-
wards the abuse of power and
commission of these serious
crimes in the future,” said Om
Prakash Sen Thakuri, execu-
tive director of AE The Rome
Statute endows individual
criminal responsibility on the
international crimes and this

will serve as a tool to dissuade
parties to the conflict, includ-
ing the leaders in each rank
and file to commit the hei-
nous crimes that have been
committed in many conflict
situations, both the organisa-
tions said. They further added
that being party to this statute
will also prepare grounds in
Nepal to strengthen the do-
mestic criminal justice sys-
tem of Nepal.

AF and Al Nepal echoed the
preamble of the Rome Statute
that it is the duty of every
State to exercise its criminal
jurisdiction over those re-
sponsible for international
crimes and accountability of
such crimes is the foundation
of a just society.

Moreover, the country is facing the imminent threat of Large-scaie famine, and as of
June 2021, 16.2 million Yemenis are food insecure.

We, the i non-g write to urge your delegation to support the extension of the full
mandate of the UN Commission on Human Rights in South Sudan (hereafter “Commission” or “CHRSS") at the
upcoming UN Human Rights Council's (“HRC" or “Council") 49" session (28 February-1 April 2022).

The CHRSS is the only mechanism tasked with collecting and preserving evidence of violations of international
humanitarian and human rights law with a view to ensuring accountability and addressing human rights and transitional
justice issues in South Sudan from a holistic perspective. Its work remains vital as the country prepares for elections in
2023, violence remains pervasive, and South Sudanese civil society faces intensifying repression.

In 2021, the Council adopted two resolutions focused on South Sudan. For the first time, the reselution extending the
mandate of the CHRSS! was not consensual. At the request of the South Sudanese Government, a vote took place. On the
same day, a second resolution, focused on technical assistance and capacity-building,? was adopted. While this
disappointing cutcome, which results in the holding of twice as many debates at the Council's 48" and 49" sessions,
should not be considered a precedent, we stress that any merger in 2022 should not happen at the expense of a strong
investigative mandate

Victims should have the opportunity for justice for internatienal crimes committed. The continuation of the CHRSS's
mandate is the best means to safeguard future accountability in the absence of contemporary criminal prosecutions and
